5. Review on proposals to pursue for increase in intake of B.Tech CSE & ECE

from A.Y.2018-19 : Committee reviewed the proposals of Principal for increase in
intake in B.Tech Courses in ECE & CSE i.e. from 120 to 180 from the academic year
2017-18 was not considered by the JNTUH despite the Fact Finding Committee’s
inspection and fulfilling all the requirements such as provision of Infrastructural
facilities. The Committee felt it is time to pursue the JNTUH authorities for grant of
approvals for increase in intake for the ensuing academic year 2018-19. Committee
discussed in detail and after due deliberations unanimously resolved that the
approvals from the JNTUH for increase in intake in B.Tech Courses of ECE & CSE from
120 to 180 be pursued and Principal was authorized to pursue with the JNTUH for
grant of approvals for sanction of increase in intake from the academic year 2018-19.
